“Dialog Group Berhad took the
lead in 2014 by sponsoring an
urban orang ssli primary school in
Bukit Lanjan near our head office.
Since then we started the ‘Love My
School’ bursary programme,
students are now assured of their
daily meals and learning

necessities, and their classroom
attendance and academic
performance have been steadily
improving”, said Ngau, who is also
the executive chairman of Dialog.
